Its wide
frequency response and handy tie-clip
combine accurate sound pick-up with
freedom of movement. The microphone
easily clips to your clothing and it is ideal
for a stage, lecture hall, seminar, execu-
tive office, home recording session, or
anywhere an unobtrusive microphone is
desired.

Other features include:

Electret Element — provides excellent
frequency response and dynamic range.

Omni-Directional Pattern — allows full
360-degree sound pick up.

On/Off Switch — saves battery power
and provides convenient control.

Windscreen Sponge — cuts down on
wind noise and breath pops.

INSTALLING THE
BATTERY

Your microphone comes with a button-
cell battery. Follow these steps to install
the battery.

1. Press the battery compartment cov-
er’s tab, then lift to remove it.

2. Insert the battery into the compart-
ment with the positive (+) side up.

3. Replace the cover.

When the microphone's sound weakens
or if it stops working properly, replace
the battery. We recommend you use a
silver-oxide battery, such as the 23-105
available from your local RadioShack
store.

Warnings:

* Dispose of the old battery promptly
and properly. Do not burn or bury it.

« Keep the button-cell battery away
from children. Swallowing a button-
cell battery can be fatal.

Cautions:

e« Use only a fresh battery of the
required size and recommended

type.

* If you do not intend to use your mi-
crophone for several months, re-
move the battery.

« Avoid continuous operation or stor-
age in areas of high temperature
and humidity.
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OPERATION

1. Insert the microphone’s /s-inch (3.5-
mm) plug into the jack on the control
box.

2. Insert the control box’s two 1/s-inch

(3.5-mm) plugs into your amplifier or
recording equipment’s microphone
jacks.

Note: If your amplifier or equipment’s
microphone jack is a Y/s-inch (6.35-
mm) type, you need a suitable adapt-
er plug (available at your local Ra-
dioShack store).

. Place the two supplied windscreen
sponges over the microphones sepa-
rately, insert the two microphones
into the microphone holders, then at-
tach the clip to your clothing.

Note: To hold the control box in place
for easy access, slide the control box
belt clip onto your belt or over a fold
of fabric.

4. Turn on the microphone by sliding

ON/OFF on the control box to ON.

ON/OFF

. Talk into the microphone and adjust

the amplifier or recording equip-
ment’s volume control to the desired
sound level.

Note: If the amplifier's or equip-
ment’s volume is too loud, you might
hear a loud squeal. To avoid this
“feedback,” either reduce the amplifi-
er's or equipment’s volume, or adjust
the angle of the speakers to point
away from the microphone.

. Slide ON/OFF to OFF when you are

not using the microphone.
